There were 8 male band 
members to start on Forbes Field with a military influence.  1972 with Title XI, Women were 
admitted to the band.  5 women auditioned that year and only 3 made it to the end of the 
season.  1975 was the inaugural season of the Golden Girls. (Twirlers). Present day the ratio of 
women to men is 50/50 with the 300 members. 
 
The Season starts out with auditions and once the members are selected it is off to Band Camp. 
The style & traditions are taught along with the Pregame & Halftime Shows.  Also, they form a 
community within to work better together. 
 
Practices are 2 hours a day Monday, Tuesday, & Thursday.  If there is a home game they practice 
on Friday.  Before the practices can begin, the music is selected & arranghed.  If any Copyrights 
are involved, they must be worked out & bought.  All the movements & choreography must be 
taught.
